Wish I was 
planning a wedding!By Nancy A. North-gatesI like the organization of the book: after explaining what a theme is as 
apposed to a motif the book is divided into several themes such as country or graphic. Each theme has projects for the 
same decorations for a wedding from invitations to centerpieces. Variations are given for some of the projects to use 
the same directions for a different theme. The directions were complete and easy to follow and include materials and 
tool lists, timelines, costs, and how to have friends help. Many of the projects could be used for planning other types of 
events such as special "0" birthdays or wedding anniversaries. I used one of the projects as the inspiration for an 
auction project for a community theater project where the director had asked for "wedding themed" items; I tried 
something new and the instructions helped me avoid problems and finish on time.0 of 0 people found the following 
review helpful. great findBy Elyse MalloneeI wasn't sure what to expect to from this book when I bought it.
